kA Accommodation

1. Accommodation during the course duration, including +1 day before and after
(Jul.3-Jul.16) will be arranged by YNU.

2. Accommodation fee is to be borne by each student.

3. The students will stay at a budget hotel nearby campus on weekdays, and stay with a
Japanese host family on weekends.

4. Estimated accommodation fee will be JPY 4,000-8,000 per night
