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[ ] Cafeterias and Food Shops
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There are 2 cafeterias on campus: Cafeteria 1(Cherche) and Cafeteria 2
(College of Engineering Science Cafeteria), providing nutritious and
affordable meals for students and staff members of YNU. Meals can also

be bought at a cafe, University Cooperative (CO-OP), a convenience
store, and food trucks.
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Exchange Program
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Every year, YNU sends about 50 students to partner universities around
the world through exchange programs. Aside from student exchange
programs, YNU also organizes short-term overseas English study

programs. Through the exchange program to a partner school abroad,
students can study at the partner school without paying tuition fees.
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Center for Health Service Science
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This center provides emergency care in the event of an injury or sudden
illness and refers patients to a medical institution when needed. In
addition, it also offers mental health consultations from a psychiatrist or
counselor, routine health checks twice a year, and health check
certificates for job recruitment, applying for further education, or
carrying out practical education work.
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Global-Local Education and
Research Center
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The Center systematically educates 21st-century human resources
capable of solving regional issues from a global perspective through
such programs as "Local-exchange Subjects," a minor program mainly
for undergraduate students at YNU. It conducts education, research,

and practical activities in cooperation with various institutions and
regions in Japan and abroad and disseminates information widely.

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[ ] Club and Society Activities
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Club and society activities are a part of the activities that color university
life. At YNU, there are over 40 sports-related groups and 40 cultural

groups, and many students including international students actively
participate.
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® Contact Teacher System
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YNU has introduced a contact teacher system in which a teacher is
assigned to each student to serve as a consultation contact. In addition
to providing consultation on day-to-day study and coursework, the

contact teacher provides ongoing support based on the student's
portfolio.
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Free Japanese Language and e

Culture Courses
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At YNU, any international students can take courses on Japanese language
and culture free of charge. Students can study Japanese based on their
proficiency level and objectives, as we offer a wide variety of courses in six
proficiency levels from beginner to advanced, as well as courses to gain
specific skills in conversation, writing, kanji proficiency, etc. These courses
are a great way to get to know other international students from various
countries and programs.
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“Tutor” (Student Supporter) System
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Senior Japanese or international students serve as “tutors” for newly
admitted international students to provide the necessary support for daily
life and studying Japanese and other specialized subjects. In this manner,

students who are not yet fluent in Japanese or those who are living abroad
for the first time can start a new campus life without any worries.
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105 and International
Student Lounge
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At YNU, student support groups “105" and the “International Student
Lounge (ISL)" provide support in studies (proofreading, preparing for exams,
etc.) and various procedures at the university. In addition, welcome parties,
BBQ parties, international food parties, and many other events are
organized to stimulate exchange among international and Japanese
students.
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® Assistance to Find Private
Apartments
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The University CO-OP (located in the University Hall) offers introductions
and assistance regarding private apartments for free. Assistance is also

offered through real estate companies. For tips and advice to search for
accommodations, please check the website.
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® Student Advisory Service
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This is a service for students to freely request advice on points that are
difficult or unclear in student life. Staff and specialist faculty can give
advice about academics, health, career paths, friends, or any aspect of

daily life and will help you think of solutions. Of course, all consultations are
strictly confidential. The service is on the second floor of the student center.
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Support Office for Students with
Disabilities
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Support Office for Students with Disabilities provides support for students
with disabilities in cooperation with related departments within YNU so that
they can participate in education and research in the same way as

students without disabilities. The office discusses with students to
determine what kind of support is best suited for them.
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Nihon Ryugaku Awards
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As one of the destinations that teachers of Japanese language schools
would recommend to international students, YNU has won the grand prize in
the Award for National and Public Universities in East Japan for five
consecutive years since 2017 and was inducted into the Hall of Fame in 2021.
YNU has also won the gold prize in the Award for Graduate Schools in East

Japan (*merged into the Award for National and Public Universities in 2021)
in 2018 and 2020.
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
